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Local Climate Action

Cities are important in the fight global warming be cause:

Cities are home to 50% of the world population
By 2030, 2/3 of humanity will live in urban areas
Up to 80% of all energy is consumed in cities

Urban areas generate about 2/3 of all CO2 emissions with a tendency that is

increasing (generation of energy, through transportation, industrial activity and the
burning of fossil fuels and biomass in households)

Cities, especially fast growing cities in developing countries, are highly
vulnerable to the impacts of climate change.

Mayors and local governments, are the governance level closest to citizens
(critical when it comes to practical climate actions)

Cities and local governments are part of the climate p roblem -
But can also help to shape solutions.
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Cities have relevant competencies to help fighting c limate change
e Sustainable Urban Planning (for mitigation and adaptation activities)

 Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency (local regulations, architectural
designs, etc)

e Sustainable Urban Transport (reducing private car, improving public
transport. walking & cycling..)

* Public Procurement of sustainable goods and services (for climate neutral
city activities)

» Local Action for biodiversity (to improve climate protection)

 Change citizens behaviour activities

If genuinely empowered and resourced, local go  vernments
have a large potential to achieve substantial emissi on
reductions in their local areas.

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UNFCCC Negotiations

The UNFCCC and the Kyoto Protocol

In 1992, the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC) was adopted by 192 Parties

Complemented by the 1997 Kyoto Protocol, which has 184 Parties.
— Under this treaty, 37 industrialised countries and the EU have
committed to reducing their emissions by an average of 5% by
2012 against 1990 levels

— Countries must first take domestic action

— Allows to meet emission reduction commitments abroad through
"market-based mechanisms” such as CDM or JI

Post-2012 agreement to be defined in Copenhagen, De cember 2009
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UNFCCC Negotiations

ICLEI and the UNFCCC Negotiations

ICLEI has Observer Status to the UNFCCC
- ICLEI can propose people to receive accreditation to a COP meeting
- ICLEI may attend and propose a local government speaker at COP meetings

- Observers do not participate in decision-making

ICLEI acts as Constituency Focal point for Local Gov =~ ernments and
Municipal Authorities

- ICLEI coordinates the local government observers.
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UNFCCC Negotiations

Cities and local governments in UNFCCC and Kyoto Prot  ocol

S0 far, cities and local governments are not recognised in the
UNFCCC and the Kyoto Protocol.

» Decisions adopted by the COP do not aim at the local
governments directly.

However, a new global climate agreement  with ambitious
reduction targets for mitigation and actions for adaptation can not
butinclude cooperation with subnational and local governments
given their relevant competencies.
